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LOCAL ADVISORY COMMITTEE

Virginia regulations for both special and gifted education require the establishment of an advisory committee.  In Charlotte County, these committees have been consolidated into one committee.  The committee is composed of parents, community leaders and school personnel who volunteer their time and effort to assist the school division in developing and implementing programs for special education and gifted students.  The school board approves the committee members.  An attempt is made to balance the committee for geographic and ethnic representation.  The committee meets, at a minimum, three times each year.  All meetings are open to the public. Information as to the meeting dates, times and places may be obtained by calling Mrs. Jamie Brown Jackson at 434-542-9503.


The committee has many functions which include:

· Advise the school division of unmet needs in the education of special education and gifted students.

· Assist the school system in the formulation and development of long-range plans designed to provide needed educational services for special and gifted students.

· Participate in the development of priorities and strategies for meeting identified needs.

· Provide periodic reports and recommendations regarding the education of special and gifted students to the division superintendent; and,

· Assist the school system in interpreting plans to the community.

NOTICE TO PARENTS & GUARDIANS OF ENTERING 7TH and 12th GRADE STUDENTS

Below are reminders of the vaccination requirements for entering 7th and 12th grade students. Additional information can be found at www.ccpsk12.org
Note: These are annual state requirements and are NOT related to COVID or the COVID vaccine. 

Entering 7th Graders
All entering 7th graders are required to have received the following vaccinations prior to entry into the 7th grade. In order for the student to attend the first day of school, written documentation must be provided to the school indicating the vaccines have been given, as required, or that the student is exempt from the requirement (see below).
· Tetanus, diphtheria, and pertussis (TDAP) vaccine
· The first does of the meningococcal conjugate (MenACWY) vaccine

· The first does of the human papillomavirus (HPV) vaccine

Entering 12th Graders

All entering 12th graders are required to have one dose of the meningococcal conjugate (MenACWY) vaccine prior to entry into the 12th grade. In order for the student to attend the first day of school, written documentation must be provided to the school indicating the vaccine has been given, as required, or that the student is exempt from the requirement (see below).

Exemptions

TDAP and MenACWY—To be exempt from the TDAP and/or MenACWY vaccination requirements, a student must have a Religious Exemption or a Medical Exemption. Both of these require documentation from a physician and/or Notary. The religious exemption form can be found at the following link:

HPV—A parent or guardian has the right to decide if a child receives the HPV vaccine. A child is allowed to attend school without receiving this vaccination. 
If you have any questions related to these vaccines, we recommend speaking to your child’s primary care physician. 
In addition to local doctor’s offices and hospitals, these vaccinations are also available by appointment at the Charlotte County Health Department, 270 David Bruce Avenue, Charlotte Court House, Virginia, on Mondays from 8:30-11:00 a.m. and 1:00-3:00 p.m. by appointment.  Additionally, they will provide vaccinations on August 3rd from 9 a.m. to 6 p.m. and on August 4th from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. and will take both appointments and walk-ins. 
Please make arrangements for all required shots BEFORE 

the first day of school, which is AUGUST 7TH.
